He was killed nstantanciusly by »
bursting shell (he was not knocked aboot
at all) at & place called Bavar Hoase, a
little Lo the cast of Yores, and was boried
by we at the Viewertighe new military
cemetery—thiz i about » wile west of
¥ pres,

Hin porsonal helongings were paeked in
s vegistored parcel wnd foowarded to the
base, and by epquirmng at the Violoris
Darracks, Melroaroe, you ehuld have no
diffbeulty in procuring them.

1 was out with at Lhe time of lis desth,
but some of the boys were. He wus ps-
sisting in working his gun at the time.
1 think thi= is all I can tell you. Their
people st home are the thoaghta of all
the boys bere, not themselves.—Yours
